B Ready - Youth Academy 2006

The National Youth Academy is well underway; our scheduled date is Friday 20th – Sunday 22nd of October 2006. The theme for the weekend is B Ready, taken from Matthew 24:44. ‘So you also must B READY, because the son of Man will come at a time you don’t expect him’.

This weekend will challenge and refresh young people to reach their potential wherever they are at and be ready for what God has for them.

Our start time on Friday 20th is 7:30 pm. Please allow sufficient travelling time to ensure your young people arrive in time to be included in the setting the scene session. Please remind young people to bring a photograph of themselves at least 10 years younger than their present age, as it will be used in this session. 

Registration:

The cost of the weekend is £55. Each district is expected to make arrangements for young people travelling to Cefn Lea Park, Wales, and 

All attendees including youth workers must register.

All Registrations and fees should be sent to Overstone by Friday 8th September. We expect large parties to send a youth leader from their district. 

Details of the Accommodation:

The accommodation comprises of a series of log cabins. Each chalet has a kitchenette, communal area and shower room. 

Friday: Young people to provide their own food. 

We have made arrangements for half board; this includes breakfast and the evening meal on Saturday, again young people to provide own food for lunch on Saturday. We will not be encouraging anyone to leave the Cefn lea site. Sunday breakfast and lunch is provided. 

Workshops: 

It would be helpful to register each attendee as to which workshop they are interested in prior to arriving at Cefn Lea.  Should workshops become oversubscribed participants would be expected to attend an alternative workshop.   

Code of Conduct: 

Each young person must be made aware and agree to the code of conduct enclosed. 

Consent forms:

Parents or guardians of every young person attending under the age of 18 years must sign the parental consent forms. 

A clothes list has been enclosed please ensure young people are aware of what to bring for the weekend.
